Criteria for referral to outreach 
The service aims to improve access to nurse led level 1 and 2 sexual health care. The service will be offered to high risk and vulnerable populations as well as those that are not able to access services due to learning, mental and physical disabilities. Services should be provided where clinically appropriate, and suitable alternative provision made otherwise.

Definitions of high risk and vulnerable populations;

· YP involved with social services including children in need, looked after children those with child protection issues and care leavers

· CSE/trafficked or at risk of CSE

· YP excluded from school, who no not attend regularly or have poor educational attainment

· YP (NEET)

· People with LD or physical disabilities

· YP living in deprived areas or areas of significant social disadvantage

· Young parents (teenage)

· People with mental health problems unable to access mainstream services 

· Homeless people

· Minority ethnic groups (including gypsies and travellers)

· YP not in any of the above categories who are referred because of a risk of pregnancy. (On going contraception should be provided at mainstream clinic unless unable to access)

· Women who have children already in looked after system including those women in transitional care

· Young women who have had termination of pregnancy (CAT )

· Women who have had repeat termination of pregnancy

· Sex workers

· Women who are unable to manage their own contraception/sexual health and require further support
